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PRINCIPAL’'S UPDATE

Welcome back to a new year, | hope you all had a
restful break.

We celebrate our Year 11 students and thank
parents for their support in the recent early entry
examinations. Year 11 have added GCSE English
to their list of early entry qualifications and all
students sat the exam in November; 34% achieved
C grade or higher. In fact, 11 students gained A*/A
and a further 25% reached D grade, with 6 months
to work on the feedback they receive, these
students are well placed to reach upper grades.

A number of students took Maths early and 48%
gained C+ grade, with most others reaching a

D. Presently 85% of our students have 1 or more
C+ GCSEs, 47% have at least 2 and 17% have 3
and 6 students have 4 C+ GCSEs.

In addition to this, many students have secured high
grades in modules through Year 10 and 11 which
will add to this summer’s results.

Working together we will continue to raise the
attainment and learning of all our students.

New SUMO Programme Carries Heavyweight

new innovative programme called SUMO.

SUMO (which means ‘I choose’ in Latin) is designed
to give students a greater awareness of themselves
and how positive actions, thoughts and feelings can
literally change their lives at school and their future.

The programme is fun, but with a serious educational
message and the students have really enjoyed the
challenges within the sessions.

Currently Year 11 have had two SUMO sessions in
the Autumn Term and three more are planned in late
January, March and April. Each session lasts 50
minutes and focuses on different aspects of self
awareness, self esteem, attitudes and actions, to
help them in every area of life.
